Roasted Eggplants and Tomatoes

Ingredients

-4 Japanese eggplants,
halved lengthwise

-4 Roma tomatoes,
halved lengthwise

-6 tablespoons olive oil
-Salt and freshly ground
black pepper

-4 teaspoons minced
garlic

-1/2 teaspoon dried
oregano leaves

-1 (14 -ounce) can diced
tomatoes, drained

-1/3 cup dried plain
bread crumbs

Directions

Preheat the oven to 450
degrees Fahrenheit .

Line a heavy large baking

sheet with foil. Cut cross -

hatch marks over the cut
side of the eggplants.
Arrange the eggplants
and the Roma tomatoes
cut side up on the pre-
pared baking sheet. Brush
with 2 tablespoons of oil.
Sprinkle with salt and

pepper.

Whisk 2 tablespoons of
oil, 2 teaspoons of garlic,
and 1/4 teaspoon of oreg-

Martin Luther King Jr. Day

Martin Luther King, Jr.
(January 15, 1929 0o April
4, 1968) was an American
clergyman , activist and
prominent leader in the
African -American civil
rights movement . His
main legacy was to secure
progress on civil rights in
the United States , and he
has become a human
rights icon: King is recog-
nized as a martyr by two

Christian churches. A Bap-

tist minister, King became
a civil rights activist early

He led the
1955 Montgomery Bus
Boycott and helped found
the Southern Christian
Leadership Conference in
1957, serving as its first
president. King's efforts
led to the 1963 March on
Washington , where King
delivered his " | Have a
Dream" speech. There, he
raised public conscious-
ness of the civil rights
movement and estab-
lished himself as one of
the greatest orators in
